Overview of Western PAG Structure
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Voting Members

One representative from

Cities/Towns

City/Town representatives within those 8 counties:

Small cities (1500 or less)   = 7
Small to medium (1501 – 7000)    = 7
Medium to large (7001 – 80,000) = 7
Large cities (80,000 or greater)    = 3    (3 in this group)

(Based on NCTCOG’s most recent population estimates.)
