QUALIFICATIONS

As the Chief of Police for the Decatur Police Department I have duties that include
supervision and evaluation of all forty three full time and reserve personnel, coordinate
staffing, investigating employee misconduct and take the appropriate actions needed. I
assist in revising and updating department policies, and stay current of state laws and
department policies. It is my job to prepare, process, and maintain a variety of written
reports and records pertaining to assigned activities including daily, weekly, monthly,
and yearly activity reports. I review incident reports, required forms, summons, records,
and related documents prepared by subordinates to ensure accuracy and timely
completion. I oversee the selection and hiring of assigned personnel, train and evaluate
assigned personnel, assist with training and orientation of new employees, provide
training, guidance, and counseling to assigned personnel, complete employee
performance evaluations and reviews as required. I also insure the promotion and career
development of subordinates. I prepare reports for the City Manager and prepare and
maintain the department’s budget (3.29 million).
